Abstract

The site of Talal al Bagarat one of the sites that have been touched by modern
excavations, and revealed many architectural remains and artifacts that indicated its
historical and cultural importance. Among these archaeological discoveries is a
votive plaque dating back to the early dynasties period, It was distinguished by the
rareness of the scene depicted on it, as for the first time it embodied the mythical
bird Imdugud / Enzo standing on two ducks, with the symbol of the Marru, which is

the oldest appearance of it in this scene after it was dating it oldest appearance to
the new Sumerian period.
